Tangible progress – BMW achieves series production of hydrogen-powered car.
Introduction
Cars of the future will need to be safe and economical, but they will also need to be friendly to our environment. The best thing would be if they did not produce any noxious exhaust fumes at all. BMW has now succeeded in bringing the automobile one step closer to this ideal, by making the first series production hydrogen-powered car:

This 7 Series BMW is a modern car, but at first glance, it is hard to tell exactly how modern. On the road, it offers BMW’s typical dynamics, but look under the hood and you will find one of the most modern power plants available in a car. It is an engine that can run on both petrol and hydrogen. Klaus Draeger, BMW’s board member in charge of development, says that his company believes in the internal combustion engine:

According to all experts, hydrogen is the only energy carrier that can replace the fuels like diesel or gasoline in future. As we stand for sustainability, we have decided to develop a product, with the BMW Hydrogen 7, that gives our customers also in future sustainable mobility, and the internal combustion engine is the only way to combine the BMW typical agility and the BMW typical dynamics.

The car has gone through the entire process of series production development, an achievement of which BMW is quite proud. After all, this is proof that production of a hydrogen-powered car can actually be standardised. Admittedly, it is a small production run of just one hundred cars, which will now be delivered to a select group of customers. They will have a chance to pioneer the new technology and help BMW prepare the next step, says project manager Frank Ochmann:

Monovalent engine
Our target in the future is to really use the power of the hydrogen in our engines. This we can do if we have a monovalent or a monofuelled engine. This is only possible if we have an infrastructure where the customer is able to fill up his vehicle with hydrogen.

Hydrogen is an enormously powerful fuel, as BMW has proved with its H2R prototype:

That we are able to give the customer this power, we demonstrated with the H2R, where we did an effort to break the record, driving 300 kilometres per hour.

At present, there are too few filling stations to justify a monovalent car, one, that is, which runs only on hydrogen. However, Klaus Draeger believes that the new car constitutes an incentive to build more hydrogen pumps:
