Some 270 passionate 02 owners came along – from all over the world. BMW made its own contribution to the 40th birthday by building a replica of the legendary 2002 TII. Arthur Heimann was involved from the start.

Four of us were sitting in a beer garden: my boss, a storekeeper, the workshop foreman, and I. And then a 2002 TII drove up. Wow! We all took a good look. And then one of us said: ‘We could build one of those ourselves, from spare parts.

No sooner said than done. The new 2002 TII took shape in about 1300 man hours. And of course it was Inca red: the colour of the crazy seventies.
Manfred Grunert, the press spokesman of BMW History, describes the reconstructed 2002 TII as more than just nostalgia. For him, past and present are intimately linked.
