The audience is everything, in the sense that the audience is the co-producer of the work or kind of the carrier of the meaning into the world. I don’t necessarily see my work as being, how should I say it, capable of anything if there is not a person who engages in it. If there is an engagement and my work is somewhat successful it will have consequences. I strongly believe that. I don’t think this I just the case for me, I think this is the nature of art altogether. I do think that art can change things, but I doubt that art can change the world, but I do think that art a kind of cause and effect placed in the world. So that means that art is about the world in a way that is about the causal nature of the world. So art is not like a mirror, a mirror that you hold up and see the world in a different light or something like that, like one has proclaimed art to be, no no, art can not reflect the world, art can co-produce the world if you want. I am not outside being an artist, I am inside the world. I am not avant-garde you could say, as avant-garde made a big point of being in a different place. I am very much a kind of a part of the world, which why collaborating with BMW on a project like this obviously is the only responsible thing to do considering the nature of the request that I got from BMW. It would be wrong for me to claim that I am outside, I don’t have to work with reality as I know it, I would need to find a way to establish a qualitative dialogue, a qualitative project with them, with all the great things which comes out of it, but also will all the struggles that I have to go through. And I find this more interesting for me as an artist, this procession.
