Now I am happy the project is leaving, let’s say, my hand and going into the world. It is always an interesting moment for me when an exhibition or something that I worked on a long time like this object, it’s very interesting for me where you kind of leave it and then you loose all kind of control, because suddenly… You know, I invest myself into a project very deeply and I get very in rational, I get very emotional about it and I am attached to the project. And suddenly there is that moment where you suddenly see other people investing themselves in the project – the spectator who sees it and there is a quite substantial shift somehow where you suddenly loose the kind of investment yourself and then you see other people do it. And then the only thing I can do then is to put me in their place by standing next to them or looking at them and then see what they see. And this is normally quite refreshing because then I typically see something that I missed myself, because everybody sees something quite different. And in that sense what happens now, the project is over at my end and it begins in its first exhibition in Munich, I become a spectator and it’s a very sudden change, it is a very odd feeling to be the author one day and be the spectator, or the reader, the next day.
