Modern art has always to do with cross over, going beyond boarders. The boarders between art and design has been in discussion since so long. And this is the concept of the Pinakothek der Moderne indeed - to show art, architecture and design under one roof and what it is more equal balanced without hierarchies. And crossing boarders debating hierarchies had been one of the subjects of Olafur Eliasson from the beginning. You can see that very clearly with the art car, that’s why it is so interesting for us. Die Neue Sammlung is one of the leading design museums of the world and the Eliasson installation takes place here in our foyer on the big staircase, but the car mind you is not a work of design any more, it’s an art car, detached from the claim to be useful, functional or technical. It does not aim to be practical. I think it is very exciting to this piece of art in the context of design in the background of our permanent collection. With this installation Eliasson gives a new meaning to all this design objects. They get a different value, a different iconographic. It is kind of a widened concept of design. You see them with a new eye, but his car means a widened concept of art as well and that is what a modern museum is about. I am sure it will be most fascinating for our visitors.
